A lack of data or lack of positive verification against identity
databases does not need to signal an abrupt halt to that
customer transaction or a protracted customer verification
using photocopies of documents sent in the mail. 

Instead, an identity can be queried by checking data
contained in the passport, visa or identity card.

In today's global, cross-border, multi-cultural mobile world it's
more important than ever to be prepared to run an identity check
on a customer from any corner of the planet. Unsurprisingly,
we've prioritised development of our ID check solutions according
to the territories that our customers serve but what happens
when your company needs to verify a customer or employee
identity from outside of your usual markets. Or what happens
when a customer can't be found on a database…?

Reject the customer…or find another means of verification…?

A global identity token

Passport

A Passport is a universal identity token with a machine
readable zone code that can be found alongside the photo.
192 checks this to verify the validity of the document,
confirm Date of Birth and Document Number.

Global Visa

192 can verify any visa that conforms to the ICAO
(International Civil Aviation Organisation) standards.
This could be any working or travel visa worldwide and
checks Date of Birth and Document Number.

National ID Documents

Identity cards, social security numbers or even birth numbers
are a variety of different ways countries uniquely identity
their citizens. We can take these number strings, check their
validity and help access if the document is valid or not.

Social Fiscal Numbers

Many countries issue their citizens with tax numbers to
identity their tax dealings. For example this could be the
National Insurance Number in the UK, the Tax File
Number in Australia or the Burgerservicenummer in The
Netherlands.  We check the number strings on these tax
numbers and verify whether the number is valid.
